City plans events to honor, remember namesake

Several Marion County groups, businesses and individuals come together
each year to organize events to help the community remember Gen. Francis
Marion and the unique role he and the people of this area played in the American
Revolution.  To start, you can view the Francis Marion Project, a 20-minute video
about Francis Marion exploits in Marion County during the Revolution circa 1780,
online at http://hometown8.com/fm.html. 

Typically there is a wreath-laying in conjunction with Gen. Francis Marion
Memorial Day at the statue of Marion on the Courthouse Square on Feb. 27.  More
details will be forthcoming during February regarding this event, so stay tuned!

The last weekend in February is set aside to offer other activities that bring
families and friends together in our historic city, such as the annual Historic
Marion RunFest and Swamp Fox Chili Cook off. A Revolutionary War era living
history encampment, with demonstrators and exhibits, is set up as well. This year’s
activities, scheduled to date, include the following.

Throughout the day: Meet the Village Gunsmith and learn about the making of 18th Century weapons,
Observe and discuss 18th Century Open-Fire cooking demonstrations, Visit with the Village Soap Maker and Candle Maker,

Question the Brain Tanner about his furs and leather, Watch the Village Blacksmith at work, 
and Examine 18th Century tools, toothbrushes and more.

Voter ID Lawin effect forApril elections
The City of Marion

General Election for
Districts 3, 5 and 6 Council
seats and for Mayor will be on
Tuesday, April 9. This year,

the state’s Voter ID law,
requiring voters to have an
identification card with a
photograph of the voter on it,
is in effect. Filing for those
people interested in being
candidates in the upcoming
elections  opened in January
and closes on Thursday, Feb.
7 at noon. 

March 9 is the deadline for

people to be registered to vote
in the April election. To get
registered to vote, to find out
more about having a proper
ID at the polling precincts,
and to see where you will
vote, visit the Marion County
Voter Registration and
Election Commission at 137
Airport Court off East U.S.
Highway 76 or call Teresa

Moody at 423-8268.
Candidates should remem-

ber that political signs may
only be displayed on private
property. City ordinances
prohibit the placement of
signs on public property,
including right of ways. Signs
can be claimed by candidates
at the Marion Fire Depart-
ment on Bond Street.

overlooked or misrepresented and he began lobbying for Negro
History Week as early as 1915.

A pre-eminent historian, Woodson chose the second week
in February because it included the birthdays of Frederick
Douglas and Abraham Lincoln. 

This month serves as an opportunity for schools and com-
munities to organize various events on the history of black
Americans. 

On the other hand, it should also serve as a time for fami-
lies to recognize the achievements and contributions by
African-Americans not in our textbooks. 

Numerous black history events will emerge throughout the
City of Marion in February, whether they are religious func-
tions, school programs, city activities and or something you do
in your home, such as Black History trivia or watching
African-American films.

The
Couch to 5K program was instituted two
years ago, as part of the City’s Wellness
Program. Employees are also encouraged
to get involved in the 5K Run-Walk dur-
ing the Historic Marion RunFest, set for
Saturday, Feb. 23. Registration is avail-
able online through www.rmssports.com .

Preparing for any run can be a daunt-
ing task, Ficik said, “So we’ve chosen a
program to help move participants from
walking to running. ‘Couch to 5K’ is
designed to ease you into a running
program.” Each session takes about 20 to
30 minutes, three times a week, the same
amount of moderate exercise recom-
mended by numerous studies for
optimum fitness, Ficik said.  

Employee training for the RunFest
began in December. Harps leads his
group from the Historic Train Depot on
Bobby Gerald Parkway each afternoon
(Monday-Thursday) at 3:30 p.m.; Brown

leads her group at 4:30pm each Monday
and Wednesday on the Withlacoochee
Park track and on the Hike/Bike Trail;
Ficik leads a group each Tuesday at
Grice’s Recreation Center track.
