If you are found placing oil or any substance in the street drain; not placing some type of material under your cooking equipment to catch any oil that may leak; or you leave any food (dough, etc) or excess trash on the streets, you will be charged a fine no less than $300.00 by the Marion City Police Department. 

 Vendors CANNOT place ANY items on the sidewalk behind them.  Please ask for enough space to place all of your items on the sides of your booth. Placing items on the sidewalk has become an insurance and safety risk to the festival.

Food Vendor spaces will be assigned according to when we receive your application. No exceptions.

International Food Pavilion Rules and Regulations

1. No application will be accepted until the fee is paid in full. The registration fee is             non-refundable for all accepted applications.

2. Vendors are not allowed to sell ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES at this festival. 

3. All vendors must provide a menu and price list in full view.

4. All vendors are required to comply with rules and regulations required by DHEC.           Vendors will be inspected and permits will be issued by DHEC on the morning of the festival. All vendors must be ready to serve by 9 a.m. and are asked to remain open 


until 6 p.m.  

5. Water will be provided at several locations. No one vendor will have exclusive rights to the water source. 

6. If you use a grill or any other equipment that uses oil to prepare your food, you must place some type of material under the equipment to catch any oil that may leak from the equipment. Trash cans will be provided and serviced for each vendor. Vendors are not to leave any food embedded in the street or placed outside the trash can. If at the end of the day your trash can is full and you cannot put anything else in it, contact any FoxTrot Board Member and let them give you permission to leave the trash on the street. Any vendor found not following these guidelines will be asked to leave without a refund and will be charged a fine no less than $300.00 by the Marion City Police Department.  

7. Please allow enough time to pack up and clear your space by 8 p.m. No vendor will be allowed to sell food after 6 p.m. 

8.  The Marion FoxTrot Festival is a family-oriented, community event, therefore, profanity and alcohol will not be tolerated.

SC DHEC Food Service Guidelines

The following guidelines for food service have been developed for Regulation 61-25, Chapter IX, and Temporary Food Service.  

-Each unit complying with the criteria established shall be issued a permit at the event.  The permit is not transferable and is issued for a time not to exceed three days.

-All foods including ice and water must be obtained from sources approved or considered satisfactory by the health authority.

-Walls, floors, ceilings, screening or other structural items to control insect and blowing contamination may be waived or modified only when adequate measures for food protection are provided.

-Potentially hazardous foods requiring refrigeration must be maintained at 45 degrees F or below. Potentially hazardous hot foods must be maintained at 130 degrees F or above.  Refrigerated potentially hazardous foods that are to be served hot shall be reheated rapidly to 165 degrees F before being served. Appropriate cooking temperatures for specific food items must be obtained. A probe thermometer shall be required if menu includes potentially hazardous foods.

-All food items must be protected from contamination during storage, preparation, cooking, display and service.

-All potentially hazardous food must arrive ready to be served or ready to be cooked, and when cooked, must require minimal preparation to be served, unless the food service activity is conducted in an approved, enclosed facility.

-Persons with boils, infected wounds, respiratory infections accompanied by fever, or other communicable diseases shall not handle food or be employed in a room where food is prepared. Persons coughing or sneezing without fever shall be restricted from food preparation activities.

-All personnel handling food shall wear clean outer garments. Tobacco use is not allowed within the preparation and service areas.

-Equipment and utensils shall be approved and in good repair.

-Utensils and single service articles shall be clean, protected during storage and in sufficient quantities to conduct the activity.

-When mechanical slicers, choppers, mixers, and similar food preparation equipment are used on the site, approved equipment cleaning facilities must be provided and conveniently located to the site.

-Adequate methods must be taken to ensure clean hands. When a hand wash lavatory with hot and cold water under pressure is not available, a pan, a container of water, soap, and disposable towels are required. Disposable food-handling gloves, moist-type single-service towels, and hand sanitizers are also encouraged to be used.

-An adequate number of approved garbage containers shall be provided by the City of Marion.

The City of Marion Fire Department will require the following

-One 5 pound ABC fire extinguisher

-One exit shall be maintained free of obstruction for means of egress (way out)

-Extension cords shall not be used as a substitute for permanent wiring

-Open junction boxes and open wiring splices shall be prohibited. Approved covers shall be provided for all switch and electrical outlet boxes.

-LP Gas tanks must be at least 3 feet from cookers.

-Containers to hold fuel must be clearly marked and in a safety can

-The City of Marion Fire Department Fire Marshall will inspect your booth.
