Minutes of Marion City Council
Public Hearing
June 30, 2009 – 6:00 P.M.

A public hearing was held by City Council on June 30, 2009, in the Council Chambers of City Hall at 6:00 P.M. over which Mayor Rodney Berry presided. Council members Ronald Atkinson, Bobby Davis, Ralph Atkinson, Poiette Bromell and Betsy Atkinson were all in attendance. Councilman Michael Baker was absent. Also present were Mr. Bob Anderson, Mrs. Patricia Brown, Ms. Lakesha Shannon, and Chief Alan Ammons and a few citizens.

Mr. Naeem McFadden from the Star and Enterprise was present to represent the press.

Mayor Rodney Berry called the meeting to order and gave the opening prayer. Mr. Bob Anderson led the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor Berry then welcomed the guests and press. 
Councilwoman Poiette Bromell made motion to open the public hearing, seconded by Councilman Bobby Davis. The public hearing was held to answer any questions regarding Ordinance 09-03 An Ordinance to Increase Water and Sewer Rates; Ordinance 09-04 An Ordinance to Increase Sanitation Fees; Ordinance 09-05 An Ordinance to Set Mileage for Raising Funds and to Adopt the Budget for the City of Marion, South Carolina for the Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2010; and Ordinance 09-06 An Ordinance to Adopt the Hospitality Tax Budget for the City of Marion, South Carolina for the Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2010. Hearing no comments from the public, Mayor Pro tem Ralph Atkinson made a motion to adjourn public hearing, seconded by Councilwoman Betsy Atkinson.
Mayor Pro tem Ralph Atkinson made a motion to approve 2nd Reading of Ordinance #09-03: An Ordinance to Increase Water and Sewer Rates, seconded by Councilman Ronald Atkinson. Councilwoman Poiette Bromell and Councilman Bobby Davis voted no, motion carried. Mayor Berry commented that this was a tough decision and other alternatives are being explored. 


Mayor Pro tem Ralph Atkinson made a motion to approve 2nd Reading of Ordinance #09-04: An Ordinance to Increase Sanitation Fees, seconded by Councilwoman Betsy Atkinson. Councilman Bobby Davis and Councilwoman Poiette Bromell voted no, motion carried.
Mayor Pro tem Ralph Atkinson made a motion to approve 2nd Reading of Ordinance #09-05: An Ordinance to Set Milage for Raising Funds and to Adopt the Budget for the City of Marion, South Carolina Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2010, seconded by Councilwoman Betsy Atkinson. Councilman Bobby Davis voted no, motion carried.

Mayor Pro tem Ralph Atkinson made a motion to approve 2nd Reading of Ordinance #09-06: An Ordinance to Adopt the Hospitality Tax Budget for the City of Marion, South Carolina Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2010, seconded by Councilman Ronald Atkinson, and carried. 

Mayor Berry stated that bids have been received for the purchase of a tractor. After discussing the bids Councilwoman Poiette Bromell made a motion to accept the bid from Sparrow and Kennedy Tractor, seconded by Councilman Bobby Davis, and carried.


Mr. Bob Anderson discussed the bids received for a dump truck trailer. He stated that due to the closing of the City of Marion landfill, a larger dump trailer is needed to transport debris to the Mullins landfill site. Motion was made to accept the low bid from, seconded by Councilwoman Poiette Bromell, and carried. 

Mayor Berry stated that Council needs to take a brief executive session to discuss a contractual matter. Councilwoman Poiette Bromell made a motion to go into executive session to discuss a contractual matter, seconded by Councilman Ronald Atkinson.
Returning from executive session, Councilman Bobby Davis made a motion to return to the regular session, seconded by Councilwoman Betsy Atkinson. Mayor Berry stated there was no action taken in executive session.
Hearing no further business, Mayor Pro tem Atkinson made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Ronald Atkinson.
