Owner information helps ‘lost’
pets be returned home sooner

You drive the neighborhood, you
post a notice, but you still haven’t
found your lost pet. Likely it has been
‘found’ by a neighbor, and is safe, not
far from home.

However, if the pet’s name and
owner information is not on a tag on
the collar, there may not be enough
information to get the owner and pet
reunited. For instance, though a pet
has an ID chip implanted in an ear or
a veterinarian’s rabies number on a
tag on the collar, if a pet is found on a
Friday evening and the vet is unavail-
able, it may be Monday morning, be-
fore a pet and owner can be reunited.

Forty percent of households have
pets, so it is inevitable that some will
be “lost.” Young, large dogs can run
five miles or more in a short time and
small dogs may run half a mile. Most
pets are recovered within two miles of
their home. With proper information,
many can be returned home sooner.
